It is 

building done in response to the changing needs of the congregation and 

wider community. 

There is the example of a church that housed a nursery school that for  some 
years wanted a playground .  There was little space so an architect designed a 
small fenced in play  area in the corner of the beautiful columbarium garden.

There is another cost before saying yes and no and that is not going ahead. 
When change is suggested there will always be those who object, but there 
can be no growth without change.  If there is a reluctance to support new 
ideas because some voices are raised in dissent, the result will be decline. 
Sometimes parishes need to build on an idea that holds out the promise of 
new life , even if it means that a few will refuse to follow. 

There are and will continue to be  challenging times for the church so it will 

require that all ages and  stages work together to formulate a vision for St.
